He also fought Virgil Akins for the Welterweight Championship of the World back in 1958. He finished his career in 1961 after boxing as a professional since 1949. He had 77 total bouts of which he won 68 of them and had 36 knockouts.  

Marie, was the other half of the bacon and egg team of John & Marie Darby. She and her long time husband John, who passed away in December 2001, did so much for this organization that can not be replaced. She used to cook along with my wife Joyce for our annual Picnic and monthly meetings. She also worked at all of our affairs, selling different items for the Hall.
