Some people have asked me about how they can become a Committee member and vote on both routine business matters AND, on who is elected into the New Jersey Boxing Hall of Fame. 

Here’s what our By-Laws state about Voting Rights:

ARTICLE VII

RIGHT TO VOTE
SECTION 7.01

Only Members in good standing (paid up members) who have attended at least three (3) consecutive meetings in the preceding year shall have the right to vote on routine business matters or the right to propose legislation.

SECTION 7.02

a. Only Members in good standing who have attended at least six (6) meetings in the preceding year may vote in elections. 

b. Voting outcome shall be determined by a majority vote of those in good standing.

c. Voting in a contested election shall be by a secret ballot.

ARTICLE XX

SECTION 20.01

The President shall appoint the honorees’ Selection Committee.
